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Fighter jet in cornfield ...1970, while assigned to the 71st
FIS at Malmstrom AFB, Montana, and its pilot ejected during
an in-flight emergency.

The pilot somehow got himself into a flat spin -- considered
generally unrecoverable in an F-106 and he did what the
flight handbook said to do -- get out of it, i.e., eject.

After the pilot did just that, 58-0787 recovered itself from

this "unrecoverable" situation. In a vain attempt to break

the spin, the pilot had lowered half flaps, rolled in takeoff

trim, and throttled the engine back to an approach power
setting.

After the ejection, the aircraft recovered from the spin on
Its own, and established a wings level low rate descent
under reduced power to the ground. Ground effect broke
Its rate of descent, and it settled into a near-perfect gentle
belly landing in a farmer's snow-covered cornfield.

When the local sheriff came upon the scene, the engine
was still running. The aircraft was situated on a slight
Incline, and was creeping forward slowly under the thrust
of its still-running engine, as the snow compressed to ice
under it. Concerned about where it might be headed, the
sheriff didn't think he could wait for the recovery team to
get there from Malstrom which was about 50 miles away;
so he got himself connected to the aircraft's squadron for
engine shut down instructions before he entered the
cockpit to secure the engine.

The attached photos show pretty much what the sheri ff
beheld on that fateful day. A depot team from McCle llan AFB
recovered the aircraft and it was eventually return ed to
service. When the 71st FIS was disbanded in 1971, 58-0787,

now famously known as the "Cornfield Bomber, was
transferred to the 49th FIS, where it finished out its
operational service life.

Pilots of the 49th FIS would occasionally run into ex-71st
FIS guys at William Tell and rag them unmercifully about the
"emergency" so dire that the plane landed itself.



58-0787 is now on permanent display in its 49th FIS  markings
at the USAF Museum at Wright Patterson AFB, where i  ts story
Is told in the exhibit.

While the 49th FIS Eagle jocks are reportedly glad  to see their
squadron immortalized in this way for millions to s ee, they
would prefer to see it made more clear that it was the 71st,

and not one of theirs, who jumped out of this perfe ctly good
aircraft.

The Aeronautical Information Manual, paragraph B-dtates:

Many different illusions can be experienced inHtigSome can lead to spatial
disorientation. Others can lead to landing errtitssions rank among the most
common factors cited as contributing to fatal aificaccidents.

Various complex motions and forces and certainalisaenes encountered in flight
can create illusions of motion and position. Spaisorientation from these illusions
can be prevented only by visual reference to rididixed points on the ground or to
flight instruments.

Notice to Airmen (NOTAM) System

Time-critical aeronautical information which is@ther a temporary nature or not
sufficiently known in advance to permit publication aeronautical charts or in other
operational publications receives immediate dissation via the National NOTAM
System.

NOTAM information is that aeronautical informatitmat could affect a pilot's
decision to make a flight. It includes such infotima as airport or primary runway
closures, changes in the status of navigational diébs, radar service availability,
and other information essential to planned en rdateninal, or landing operations.

NOTAM information is transmitted using standard ttaations to reduce
transmission time.

FAA-H-8083-1 tells us:

Most modern aircraft are so designed that if all seoccupied, all baggage allowed by the
baggage compartment structure is carried, and all dtigieéanks are full, the aircraft will be
grossly overloaded. This type of design gives the pilot & gesd of latitude in loading the
aircraft for a particular flight. If maximum range isjte&red, occupants or baggage must be
left behind, or if the maximum load must be carried, thgeadictated by the amount of fuel
on board, must be reduced.

Some of the problems caused by overloading an aircraft are:

The aircraft will need a higher takeoff speed, whicliltesn a longer takeoff run.
Both the rate and angle of climb will be reduced.

The service ceiling will be lowered.

The cruising speed will be reduced.

The cruising range will be shortened.

Maneuverability will be decreased.

A longer landing roll will be required because the landjpgesl will be higher.
Excessive loads will be imposed on the structure, espethalllanding gear.

The POH or AFM includes tables or charts that givepitze an indication of the
performance expected for any gross weight. An importantopaereful preflight planning
includes a check of these charts to determine thetirsdoaded so the proposed flight can
be safely made.

Maneuvering speed is defined as the maximum speed et tia airplane controls can be
moved through their full range of deflection without incurrstigictural damage due to
excessive loads on the aircratft.
